3. Using flat blade screw driver remove (4) plastic push
fasteners securing the rear fascia to the fascia support
brackets. Using a 10mm socket remove the (2) nuts
securing the fascia support brackets to the trunk pan.

[ 5. Raise hitch into position and secure using M12-1.75 x
30mm bolts and 1/2" conical toothed washers.

Note: Slide the driver side plate between the wiring
harness and the driver side frame rail.
