1) Raise vehicle for access to underside.
 
2) Unfasten (2) most rearward exhaust hangers.
 
3) Raise hitch into position by lifting right mounting plate up & over the tailpipe, and under the exhaust hanger
    bracket.
 
4) Line up the hole in the side plates with the inboard holes of the vehicle frame. The holes in the mounting
    plates should then line up with the forwardmost lower holes on the inboard sides of the vehicle frame rails.
 
5) Secure hitch by inserting 12mm bolts and washers.
 
6) Torque all 12mm fasteners to 68 LB.-FT.
