INSTALL NOTES: 

WITH BLOCKER BEAM ONLY

1)  Remove the blocker beam from the truck.  This is the small sub-bumper behind the air dam.  There are
     three fasteners located at each end of the beam.  The air dam stays in place with no cutting required.
 
2)  Remove the nuts only from the bolts that go through the front of the leaf springs.  WARNING: Do not
     remove or attempt to remove the bolts from their location.  Doing so could allow the front of the 
     vehicle to drop down suddenly!
 
3)  Install the upper brackets to the blocker beam brackets.  WARNING: Be sure to securely reinstall the
     nuts (at driver's and passenger's side into the bolts that go through the front of the leaf springs.
     Failing to do this could allow the bolts to come out and the front of the vehicle to drop down
     suddenly without warning.
 
4)  Position the receiver assembly around the blocker beam, then move into position adjusting side to side
     as needed to clear leaf springs and securely attach them to the blocker beam brackets.
 
5)  On each side of the receiver tube there is a tab with a hole that lines up with the bottom of the blocker
     beam.  Use the hole as a guide and drill 5/16" hole into the blocker beam.  Turn the 3/8" self-threading
     bolt securely into each tab.
 
6)  Torque all 3/8" fasteners to 30 ft-lb
