1.  Remove lower plastic fascia from vehicle (Remove all push button fasteners with screw driver).
 

2.  Mark and trim underbody panel;
     Use Trim diagram A for 2011 and older.
     Use Trim diagram B for 2012 and newer.
 

3.  Remove the (4) existing 12mm fasteners holding the stiffening arms to the bumper beam.
 

4.  Slide hitch into modified fascia with tail plate above the fascia.
 

5.  Raise hitch and fascia to vehicle, slide hitch flanges in between bumper beam and the bumper supports
     aligning the holes.
 

6.  Loosely install 12mm fasteners with conical tooth washers on front holes.
 

7.  Fishwire 7/16" bolts and spacers through round support beam and into slotted hole (the fishwire will be just
     long enough to reach) and attach with flange nuts.  (SEE FISHWIRE TECHNIQUE)
 

     NOTE:  The square hole spacers MUST lie in support beam length wise so the bolts penetrate far enough
                  through the hitch.
 

8.  Torque all 7/16" fasteners to 50 lb-ft and all 12mm fasteners to 65 lb-ft.
 

9.  Re-install plastic fascia with push button fasteners.

FRONT MOUNTED ACCESSORIES
 
1) Do not exceed front axle Gross Weight Rating (GAWR). Consult owners manual or specification plate located on
    driver's door frame. Measure gross front axle weight by placing front wheels of loaded vehicle on a scale.

VEHICLE RECOVERY AND WINCHING TIPS
 
1) Use OEM tow hooks, recovery eyes or a clevis mount for attachment of a tow strap or winch cable.
 
WARNING:  NEVER use a ball and/or ball mount as an anchor point for tow strap or winch cable.

2) Observe winch manufacturer's recommendations, cautions and warnings.
 
3) Attach return cable to tow hook or recovery eye when using a snatch block (See figure 1).

For Maximum line pull rating, winch cable must not exceed:
      - 15 degree angle up or down from horizontal (See Figure 2).
      - 45 degree angle left or right from straight ahead (See Figure 3).
