2. FEED NUT-BLOCK—HANDLE ASSEMBLIES THROUGH OUTER SLOT IN FRAME AND LOOSLEY INSTALL
12mm HEX BOLTS THROUGH SIDE BRACKET AND INNER SLOT IN FRAME AS SHOWN IN FIGURE 1.

5. RAISE HITCH INTO POSITION SO THAT RECEIVER IS LEVEL WITH VEHICLE. HOLE IN HITCH SHOULD
BE NEAR CENTER OF TIE DOWN LOOP EXTENSION. SEE FIGURE 1.

4. MARK AND DRILL 1/2" HOLE IN TIE DOWN LOOP EXTENSIONS. HITCH MAY BE LOWERED
DURING DRILLING.

5. INSTALL 1/2" HEX BOLTS THROUGH SIDE BRACKET AND DRILLED HOLES AS SHOWN IN FIGURE 1.

6. ADDITIONAL TAILPIPE TO HITCH CLEARANCE MY BE OBTAINED BY ONE OF THE FOLLOWING

PROCEDURES:
A. LOOSEN LOWER TAILPIPE HANGER BOLT. PUSH TAILPIPE AND CLAMP UP AND TIGHTEN BOLT.
SEE FIGURE 2.

B. LOOSEN LOWER TAILPIPE HANGER BOLT AND ROTATE BRACKET, PUSH TAILPIPE AND CLAMP UP.

TIGHTEN BOLT IN POSITION SHOWN. SEE FIGURE 3.
