Suzuki Vitara/ Grand Vitara/ Chevrolet Tracker
1. Locate the tow vehicle's trailer harness
connector. This harness is located in the inside of
the driver's side tire jack compartment.[A]

2. Locate the 6-pin connector, which is taped to
the vehicle wiring harness. This is located just
forward of the tire jack compartment.[B]

3. Remove the tape on the vehicle's plug and
insert the T-Connector into the vehicle's trailer
plug harness. Be sure that the T-Connector is fully
inserted with the locking tabs in place.

4. Mount the black converter box on the inside of
the jack compartment using the double-sided
tape provided and store the remainder of the
harness in the storage compartment until needed.

Suzuki XL-7
1. Open the vehicle rear door and remove the four
screws that hold the storage compartment to the
floor. Remove the storage compartment by lifting
the back first.[C]
2. Remove the two plasting push clips from the
bottom rear edge of the left innner trim panel.
Pull the rear edge of of the left trim panel away
from the body.
3. Pull back the the left trim panel to locate the
white 6-pin connector which can which can be
found under the rear blower motor. Insert the
T-Connector into the vehicles trailer plug harness.
Be sure that the T-Connector is fully inserted with
the locking tabs in place.[E]
4. Route the 4-flat underneath trim panel and
leace in rear cargo area for future use. Reinstall
panel and all other items removed during
installation.
Test installation using a test light ot properly
wired trailer.
