Truck Bed and Camper Protection 
 

Torklift does not recommend installing your camper on top of a plastic bed liner (or other 

compressible material such as foam).  These materials can act as a spring, causing increased 

vertical truck camper movement independent of the vehicle.  Plastic bed liners can slide on the 

truck bed surface, and the truck camper can slide on top of the bed liner.  Using a plastic bed 

liner or similar compressible material will void your warranty and may additionally cause truck 

bed and/or camper damage.   

 

 

Minor movement or settling can occur in some incidental harsh driving conditions (on or off-

road). A rubber bed mat is recommended to protect the truck bed and camper, but is not a 

requirement to maintain the Torklift legendary lifetime warranty.  
 

 

Suspension 
 

To significantly reduce body roll, sag and sway Torklift strongly recommends the StableLoad.  

Torklift International StableLoads improve safety, handling, and to help level your truck. More 

information can be found at (www.Torklift.com/stableload). 

 

 

If your truck is additionally equipped with suspension air bags Torklift cautions against over 

pressurization as this may lead to unsafe vehicle handling characteristics.  We have found that 

airbags used in conjunction with StableLoads have allowed operators to lower air bag pressure 

by 50% or more. Only pressurize suspension air bags enough to level the truck.

Addendum 

We have added an additional anchor point eye to the rear 

of the adapter bracket. You can use either rear anchor 

point on the adapter bracket. The anchor point eye that 

allows for the greatest angle of pull rearward is preferred. 
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 
Step 1- 

Assemble bars with provided Stiffener bracket. Use 7/16” carriage bolts, flat 

washers, and lock washers and nuts to attach. 1/2” fasteners are for connecting 

to the anchor points on the camper. See diagram below. 
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NOTE: When using TorkLift Spring loaded Turnbuckles. Before 

drilling the hole to attach to your campers rear Anchor point, 

you will need to measure from the position of the new rear 

anchor point to the tie down. Ensure that you will have no less 

than 29”(74cm) in length between your new camper anchor and 

your tie down so that the turnbuckle will fit properly. 
 

Step 2-  

Hold bracket up to camper and bolt the adapter bracket onto the front 

anchor point with holes provided. Insert one 1/2” X 2” Bolt and one 1/2” 

Flat Washer through the adapter bracket and onto the front anchor point. 

Place one 1/2” Flat Washer, one 1/2” Lock Washer and one 1/2” Hex Nut 

and hand tighten. You will need to remove the bracket after drilling on the 

next step. See Picture below.

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Step 3- 

Mark the rear hole to be drilled at the rear anchor point on the camper. Take the 

adapter bracket down and drill the hole to 17/32”. See photo below.

NOTE: Depending on your installation, using the supplied  

Rectangular Shim 2-1/2” X 1-1/4” X 1/2” may be required for 

use on the over sized holes on the camper anchors.

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Step 4- 

After drilling a hole at the rear of the adapter bracket, reinstall it with 

the supplied remaining fasteners. Insert one 1/2” x 2-1/2” Bolt and one 

1/2” Flat Washer through the adapter bracket and rear anchor point. 

Place one 1/2” Flat Washer, one 1/2” Lock Washer and one 1/2” Hex 

Nut. Tighten all fasteners to 45 ft-lbs (61 Nm).  

 

NOTE: Depending on your camper you may have to use the 

supplied Rectangular Shim 2-1/2” X 1-1/4” X 1/2” on the 

outside of the Adapter to get the adapter to clear the inner wall 

of the camper. See photo below.
